1. Welcome and Apologies
SR welcomed everyone to the meeting and introductions were made to AM.  AM advised that he had recently been appointed as new Director of Haemophilia Scotland.

SR proceeded to take the group through the agenda.

2. Actions and Matters Arising from previous meeting held 9th December 2021
The group went through the previous minutes and the actions were updated and minutes agreed. 
3. Scheme Update

SR updated the group on the scheme progress.  She advised the summary was correct as at April 2022; 20220419  Advisory Group Meeting.pptx 

Update Summary:

· Total number of beneficiaries – 550
SR advised the increase was due to a couple of new members, new joiners and previous Shipton transfers (members previously unaware they could claim on the Scottish Scheme).
· Total haemophiliac members – 191
· Applications processed Dec – Mar 2022 – 21
· Value of payments made FY 2021-22 - 23251475.55
· Unsuccessful applications Dec– Mar 2022 - 2
· Deceased Dec – Mar 2022 – 5
The group noted the high death rate to the membership.  SR reported this was due to a few new members who had recently been diagnosed after many years.
· Successful appeals – 2
BW advised he was encouraged by this but more had to be done to encourage former Shipton Members to join the scheme. SR reported there was future potential to investigate this further when/if the paperwork/data was received from Russell Cooke.  JD admitted it was very difficult to get information on this.

Scheme Numbers:
· Co-infected– BW asked if it would be possible for a survey (regarding the Terrace Higgins Trust) to be circulated to anyone who was coinfected using contact details received by P&CFS.  SR advised this may be possible but could throw up some GDPR (Data Protection) issues for P&CFS.
· Applications Processed Dec 2021 to Mar 2022 – SR reported there had been an additional few widowed members added, some estate claims.  Only 2 had been declined (1 appeal in process to be held in July 2022).
4. Scottish Government Update

SB reported the following:
· Inquiry – this was very busy at the moment with the inquiry ongoing.  Publicity generated with majority coming forward.
· SIBSS Scheme Amendments – SB advised the link to the changes was on the SIBSS website but agreed to circulate the link to the group.  She advised that the main changes were;

- the 3.1% payment increase

- minor changes to estates payments had been further clarified

- backdated payment 2019-20 and 2020-21 previously asked to be claimed by March 2022 had been extended. 9 still outstanding and a savings provision had been added for these claimants.  This would be paid for by the Scottish Government.  She added that SR had tried to track down these outstanding beneficiaries but to no avail.

ACTION 057 – SB to circulate link re Scheme amendments to the group

· Care Home Regulations – Regulations have changed.  SIBSS Website will be updated with all the information for members.  Works similar to benefits whereby SIBSS money will not be taken into calculations.

FOIs – BW advised SR that he would potentially be sending a few FOI queries regarding numbers of people who died over the course of the scheme.
Report – SB advised that a few queries had been received regarding the compensation framework.  She reported that these remained unanswered as the report had not been made available yet.  A formal request had been sent to the Cabinet Office for Scottish Government to view the report.  She added it was hoped that the report would be made available before Sir Robert appeared before the Inquiry in July 2022.  She advised the group she was happy to have an adhoc meeting with the group when the report became available.

Next Meeting – The group discuss the potential to have the next meeting in person or “hybrid”.  SR advised this should be possible and KW agreed to look into this when the P&CFS Meeting Room Booking system was available again.
